The was followed by a presentation by Eve Martin, Transport Innovation Fund Programme Director on Greater Manchester, Future Transport, followed by questions and answers, including questions and comments on:

Smart Cards and integrated transport systems.

The forthcoming AGMA decision about Transport Innovation funding and congestion charging.

CO2 Emissions, no proposals for variable charging according to emissions as the TIF proposals are about tackling congestion.

Regional Centre Transport Strategy will be developing in parallel with TIF proposals.

Congestion in District Centres – and why the consultation on the rings is important to this.

Higher petrol pricing and any effect on congestion.

Increased capacity and quality of rail services. There is currently a review of stations and services, though unconnected to TIF.

How much room for manoeuvre is there about the funding and the package of measures? Answer – as described in the consultation documents, but please contact the TIF team if you have further questions or issues.

To check Green Belt implications arising from proposed Park and Ride, not into Green Belt?

Breakdown of schemes is available to some extent in the more detailed documents available, but please ask the TIF Team for more information if required.

Rapid Transport Busses and Guided Bus routes discussed, further explained 

The rationale for inner rings and there location is congestion.

Will there be more pedestrianisation? May be a spin off or part of developing retail schemes in city, but likelihood and timing not certain yet.

Discussion of impact of another Metrolink route?

Impact on neighbourhoods  of people parking in peripheral areas and walking in was discussed.

Cycling routes were discussed, and the practicalities of cycling as an option.

There is public concern about increased fares and the difference between fare charging. People may see this is a disincentive to public transport.

Exemptions – low income hard to define? Health services need to link with people, and avoid deterrents.
